The Super League witnessed BSC 3 rise to the top with two 5-3 beatings of former leaders 
Shodfriars 2, both weeks Darren Christian and Steven Charters getting the points for the losers. Last 
years runners up Shodfriars 20 announced their title ambitions with a 6-2 home demolition of title 
holders BSC 1. Joe Welch gained a good draw with Town Champion Brian Cox and Tom Hill shared 
with Craig Fitter while, Luis Hoyles and Adey Young both picked up both frames against James Paul 
and Stephen Mooney respectively. The ever changing line up of Q Club 1 took a home 6-2 win against 
Sportsman 2 with pro billiards player Bem French winning 2-0 against Walter Parker. Shodfriars 8 beat 
Q Club 2 5-3 and British Rail 4 shared with Shodfriars 3 on home ground. BSC 9 vs. Shodfriars 6 
turned into battle of the breaks, Grant Marshall starting it off with two forty's to take two from Gary 
Willis, Phil Dawson replied in his first with a 31 before losing the second frame to Daniel Hurling, Kye 
Overton hit back in his first with a 38 going on to draw with Shane White and last man Carl Stanney 
left Lee Ford sidelined with 76 which ended with an unlucky positional shot, the second highest break 
of the season so far culminating in a 4-4 result after the previous weeks 7-1 demolition of the BSC side.
